Grounds of Appeal

Appeals against the decisions of the Panel will only be considered on the

following grounds:
(a) the penalty imposed by the Panel was not commensurate

with the seriousness of the offence;
(b) the findings of fact in support of the decision were manifestly perverse;
(c) that the hearing/interview was not conducted in accordance with the procedures set out in these regulations
(d) new evidence has been made available that could not be available at the time of the hearing/interview and which could have been expected to have materially affected the decision of the Panel.
(You may appeal on one or more of the grounds above however you must provide independent evidence to support your appeal)
· This must be submitted as soon as possible after the receipt of the letter informing you as to the outcome of the Panel.
· Normally you will be invited to wait on the day of the hearing whilst the panel come to a decision as the allegation and will know the outcome of the panel prior to it being confirmed in writing. If you are of the opinion that you have grounds for appeal you are advised to start the process of formulating your letter of appeal. As the appeal deadline is as soon as possible which is ambiguous but leaves you room to prepare your appeal. However under 4.7 of the regulations the Clerk to the Board of Governors may reject your appeal if in their view it has not been lodged in the time period. It is therefore in your interest to be timely in serving your appeal.
