· Clearly state how your mitigating circumstances have affected you academically i.e. how your circumstances prevented you from completing an assignment of your best ability.

· State how your evidence substantiates what you are saying i.e. as you can see from the doctors note I have enclosed….
 EVIDENCE

· You will need to include your evidence with this letter to support your mitigation. This       evidence needs to be impartial i.e. do not submit evidence from a friend, relative or partner.

· Mitigation evidence; a Doctors letter, a sick certificate, a letter from a counsellor, a letter from a priest….It would be highly beneficial if the evidence that you provide coincides with the dates of when you were completing your assessment. Try to ensure that your evidence outlines dates.

· If your mitigation is based around a death of a relative/friend during the time of you completing an assessment, you will need to provide evidence of this such as the death certificate. If they are related but the family name is different then you may need to provide the birth certificate to prove the kinship of the individual. 

· You must ensure that you complete your mitigation form, and send it off with this letter and your evidence. This form needs to be signed by your programme leader/personal tutor who will only sign the form once they have seen this letter and the evidence.

           -    Please note that the board will be considering mitigation applications within the last six   weeks prior submission.
